noon. You must present your source recovery

Break down cardboard 
boxes and cut or fold into 
3ft. squares and stack  
under the recycling bin. 
Place bin within 6ft from 
road edge where bin is 
visible.  
 
Place items out the 
NIGHT BEFORE  
COLLECTION. 
 
Do not place  
material in bags! 

Paperboard—Cereal 
snack & tissue boxes, re-
move liners, no wax 
coated paperboard and  
gable topped cartons. 
Junk Mail—Envelopes, 
flyers, brochures, post 
cards. 
Magazines, Phone 
Books & Catalogs 
Cardboard & Paper 
Bags—No wax coated 
cardboard. 
 
Glass—Empty clear, 
green or brown glass.  
Metal—Cans must be 
rinsed out, empty aerosol 
containers, foil. 
 
Plastics— #1 thru #7 
plastic bottles and jugs 
empty and rinsed out, 
plastic grocery bags #2 
&#4.
